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Spotlight on Christine Sprunger, 
Wohelo Recipient 2006
Christine Sprunger knows how to juggle her time.  She graduated from Aberdeen High School and received her AA from Grays Harbor College in June 2006 through the Running Start program.  Now she is a Husky at the University of Washington studying law and environmental studies.  She chose to do one advocacy each for Camp Fire, her community, and Aberdeen High School.  

Christine chose to advocate on behalf of Camp Fire by leading her club as President for four years.  In addition, she created a game about Camp Fire history and taught a class to younger members.  To serve her council, she assisted in planning and the execution of a birthday celebration.  Furthermore, Christine spoke out as an advocate for Camp Fire by advertising the birthday celebration at businesses and writing to Washington State leaders in government.

As a resident of Aberdeen, she saw a need for recognizing past stars (local residents) from her local community. Creating a Star Map became her advocacy to enhance local monuments and knowledge of history.  She taught the local Young Democrats group the history of the star monuments in the community and the importance of celebrating the successes of the residents from Grays Harbor.  To further serve and educate the community, she helped create a map of these star monuments with a pamphlet detailing history of this star’s success.  Finally, Christine ensured their work would be displayed in the local public library for the community to learn and enjoy.

As a student of Aberdeen High School, Christine led the way to charter a Young Democrats group, later becoming their club President.  She created a slideshow to teach Robert’s Rules of Order, and served in the booth at the Gig Harbor Fair.  To advocate on behalf of her newly founded club, she also created and gave a Power Point presentation to school administrators.  

While working on her WoHeLo Award, Christine was also active in Cross Country- Cross Country Captain for her senior year, Golf, Marching Band- Field Marshall for two years, Concert Band- Vice President for one year, Pep Band, Symphony- violin for 14 years, Aberdeen High School Honor Society, Grays Harbor Honor Society Phi Theta Kappa, current volunteer at the Seattle Aquarium and volunteer intern at the UW Women’s Center.
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
