The Camp Fire Club program is divided into four progressive pro-
gram levels: STARflight (kindergarten, grades 1, 2); Adventure
(grades 3, 4, 5); Discovery (grades 6, 7, 8) and Horizon (grades
9, 10, 11, 12). It also has four important qualities:

� Progression: As the children get older, they perform more
complex and challenging activities. These activities evolve from
developing caring, confident youth in elementary students to de-
veloping leadership in teens.

� Inclusiveness: The club program welcomes all youth and
adults regardless of race, religion, socioeconomic status, disabil-
ity, sexual orientation or any other aspect of diversity.

� Partnership between youth and adults: Youth and adults
together set the direction of Camp Fire USA activities and ac-
complishments. They work together in developmental activities and
leadership roles.

� Rewards and recognition: Club programs are geared to-
ward recognizing accomplishments and skill building, helping both
adult volunteers and youth build self-esteem and pride.

On Friday, May 20th at 7 PM , Orca at will hold its annual Coun-
cil Fire, a traditional event that marks the end of a Camp Fire “year.”
It is a time to celebrate new things learned and goals reached.

For many members, the Council Fire marks their transition from
one level to the next. Older members reflect on what has been,

while the younger members look forward to the day when they, too, will proudly
wear a ceremonial gown, decorated in elaborate patterns with the beads
and emblems that display to all the work that they have done and all that they
have accomplished in Camp Fire.

This year’s Council Fire, under the direction of Cathy Clover’s Horizon
club, will take place at  Summit United Methodist Church, located at 5316
104th St E in Tacoma (Puyallup). A dress rehearsal is scheduled at the
same location at 7 PM on Tuesday, May 17th.

Do the Puyallup!
Good News!  The Camp Fire USA booth has been relocated to
the Pavilion, which is located just inside the main gate, to the
left.  We will be on the bottom floor in the back. (Hint: this is the
building with the escalator.) We can show our appreciation by
entering lots of items in the fair as well as bringing our groups to
do a demo at the booth.  This new location is handicapped ac-
cessible and will no longer have to compete with the noise from
grandstand concerts.

Other exciting news is that all catalog information for enter-
ing items in the fair is now online.  No more lost catalogs, and
we are conserving natural resources. Following are some tips
for entering the fair:

How can I enter my projects into the fair? Complete instructions
are online at: www.puyallupfair.org

I do not have a computer and cannot go online to get the forms. What do I do? Have your leader or a friend print out
the forms, or go to your local library and they will show you how to go online.

What is OK to enter? Any project you have made in school, Camp Fire, at home, at camp, including poetry, vacation
photos, collections, or other item you have made since the past
Puyallup Fair, September 2004.

Who takes the entries to the fairgrounds? Parents or leaders
can take entries to the fair.

If I deliver the entries to the fair, how do I do it? Follow the in-
structions listed with the online catalog.  When you arrive in Puyallup,
usually on Meridian Street, turn right at the main gate, and go behind
the fairgrounds.  Head south, towards the hill, and you will be di-
rected to turn left at the last gate. Your car will be subject to search
for security; please have identity handy.  Driving on the fairgrounds
requires a great deal of care as people are scurrying to set up their
booths. Follow the lines painted on the roads.

How do I get my entries ready to hand over at the Camp Fire
booth? Each item must have an individual tag. The printable form is
at the Camp Fire entry section on the website.  Securely tape the tag
onto the item. Small items may be attached to a piece of tag board
to keep them from being separated from the tag. A master form also
goes with each youth’s entries to list all of their items. The fair em-
ployees working in the Camp Fire booth will use this form at the end
of the fair to get all items back to the youth who entered them.  Every
effort is taken to protect your entries, but sometimes items get bro-
ken. Fragile items should be wrapped in bubble wrap, or packed in
foam pellets.

I cannot deliver my items on the day listed in the online cata-
log, can I go at another day? No.  Puyallup Fair employees in the
Camp Fire booth (who are also Camp Fire alums) will only be at the
fair on certain days, and the 4-H judges will only be available at spe-
cific times. If you cannot bring entries to the fair, perhaps you can
find someone else who is going who will bring your items. Items must
also be picked up at certain times as well.



Why do two identical items receive
different ribbons? Several people
judge the entries, and although every
effort is made to get like items to one
judge, that does not always happen. In-
form the children that while both works
may be well done, the judge may have
either seen something a bit different in
one of them, or just forgot what they had
awarded the other entry.

What are the awards? Every entry
receives either a First, Second, Third
or Fourth place ribbon. Additionally,  the
youth who is receives the most blue rib-
bons, out of a possible 20 entries, and
with the greatest variety of categories
entered, will also be awarded the Ro-
sette. The Rosette winner will be invited
to have their picture taken at the fair,
and their entries will all be placed to-
gether in one display case. Each year
there are some changes, and we will
not know what they are until the fair
opens.

Can we get a free pass to see our
entries? Free passes are given only
to groups that come to the Camp Fire
booth to do a demonstration.

Doing a demo sounds like fun!  How
do we sign up? Contact Trystin Street
at the council office at (253) 597-6234
or tstreet@ campfireusaorca.org no
later than August 31st.

How long is the demo? Clubs are
expected to be in the booth for a full
hour.

What sort of demo is usually done?
Popular demos in the past have been
face painting, origami, handing out mini
S’more kits, coloring projects, painting,
or other activity that takes only a few
minutes to complete as most parents
are ready to move on in five minutes.
We do ask the leader to let the parents
know we have clubs forming and that
they can call the office for details.

What should we wear? We ask that
while in the booth, members wear their
uniform, or other Camp Fire clothing
such as a day camp shirt, etc.  Cer-
emonial gowns are OK if appropriate for
your demo, but be prepared to return
them to your car before enjoying the
fair as it is not appropriate for riding
rides, etc.  Do bring your smiles!  Noth-
ing says more about Camp Fire than
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happy children, working together in a
well behaved fashion.

How many free passes do we get to
the fair? Each registered youth mem-
ber who takes part in a demonstration
gets one free pass, as do the first 2
adults with the group.  Additional adult
tickets are given in the case of large
groups.

When we are done in the booth, can
we see the fair? Yes, if the parents
are made aware of this in advance.
Sometimes the parents will meet you
there and take their children and some-
times clubs plan to spend some time
at the fair.

What do I need to do to meet Camp
Fire policy? Check with the council to

see if there are any special require-
ments. Each member needs to have a
signed Permission form to travel in
your car to the fair.  Please have this in
your possession, not left in the car.

Will there be any special events that
we might participate in with Camp
Fire? Camp Fire has been given a time
slot on Saturday, September 24th, from
4 – 5:30 PM, when we can have the
main stage in the Pavilion. This is a new
opportunity for Camp Fire, and we are
just looking into possibilities. If you
would like to be included, contact
Trystin, and we will make sure you know
of the details of that event.�
